You can reach the Stadion im Borussia-Park by public transportation from the two main train stations in 

Mönchengladbach and Rheydt. On match days you can get from there to the north shuttle stop directly at 

the stadium in 20 minutes using the free stadium shuttle. 

 

 

From the Mönchengladbach main train station: 

 

From the Mönchengladbach main train station increased bus traffic will be offered on line 017. Departure is 

from the bus platforms at the east exit of the train station. 

 

From the Rheydt main train station: 

 

A special shuttle will be deployed from the Rheydt main train station. Departure is from the special bus 

stop at platform 4. 

In addition, line 014 runs from the bus station at the Rheydt main train station to the Stadion im Borussia-

Park. 

 

After the match ends busses resume running from the north shuttle stop to the Mönchengladbach and 

Rheydt main train stations. 

 

Admission tickets include the free use of the entire public transportation system in the VRR transit area on
